READINGS FOR SUNDAY, MARCH 1, 2026, 
SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

First Reading - Genesis 12:1-4a God calls Abram to leave his country and family for an unknown
land, promising to make him a great nation and blessing to all peoples. Abram obeys in faith.
Reflection Question: What might God be asking you to step away from in order to trust Him more
fully and follow where He leads?

Second Reading - 2 Timothy 1:8b-10 Paul the Apostle urges Timothy to share in suffering for the
gospel, remembering that God saved and called believers by His grace in Christ Jesus, who
abolished death and brought life and immortality to light.
Reflection Question: How can remembering that your calling and salvation are rooted in God’s
grace through Christ give you courage to endure hardship for the gospel?

Gospel - Matthew 17:1-9 Jesus is transfigured before Peter, James, and John on a high mountain,
revealing His divine glory as Moses and Elijah appear and God the Father declares Jesus His
beloved Son, commanding the disciples to listen to Him.
Reflection Question: How does seeing Jesus revealed in glory challenge you to listen to Him more
closely and trust Him more fully in your daily life?
